The NIMS Integration Center Incident (NIC) Management Systems Integration Division has released the Fiscal Year 2008 Compliance Objectives and Metrics. The Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency (PEMA) Workgroup has released the attached form to assist local governments in reporting their information to County Emergency Management Agencies. Municipalities will achieve NIMS compliance by completing the form and listing all of the requested items. Please note: All questions must be answered “yes” on the Compliance Form to meet FY 2008 requirements. 





As a reminder, each municipality is responsible for, and must account for all of the emergency response agencies and other impacted entities that reside within their political boundaries. This includes every fire department, law enforcement department, ambulance or emergency medical services organization, and municipal authority. When a municipality completes the report, it must include information from each individual emergency response agency residing within their municipal boundary. 





The York County Office of Emergency Management will combine all the data received and complete the NIMSCAST for all of York County. In order for York County OEM to complete the NIMSCAST, municipalities must submit the required information by September 2, 2008. Please remember that achieving NIMS compliance is a requirement to be eligible for Federal Homeland Security Funding. This funding includes Fire Act Grants and federal funding streams for Police Departments.


To be NIMS compliant in 2008, a Municipal Government must formally adopt NIMS. This was not the case two years ago. For FY 2006, a self certification was sufficient. For FY 2008 a Resolution or Executive Order must be completed by the Municipal Government. And a copy of the document must be submitted with the NIMS Compliance Form. If a municipality has already met this requirement, a new resolution is not necessary. The following link contains a template resolution: http://www.ycdes.org/html/nims.asp.
